With reference to the circular No 02/2020
dated 24 June 2020 related to the
precautionary measures against COVID-19
and as per the approval granted by the
Emergencies, Crises and Disasters
Management Centre in the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi for the updated precautionary and
preventive COVID-19 measures, Abu Dhabi
Maritime is hereby requests all concerned to
adhere to the below instructions, effective as
of today Sunday 07 November, 2021:

1 Jet Skies/Water Bikes:

1.1 The carrying capacity of a Jet Ski/water
bike can be increased from one person to
two people, provided that, there is a first-
degree relationship. This should not
exceed the full registered carrying capacity
of the Jet Ski/Water Bike.

2 Marine crafts, pleasure yachts, tourist
¥ach_t, floating restaurants and
loating houses

2.1 The carrying capacity on board marine
crafts, pleasure vyachts, tourist yachts,
floating restaurants and floating houses of
less than 18 meters in length, can be
increased to maximum 80% of the full
registered carrying capacity of the marine
craft, but not to exceed a maximum of no
more than 8 persons, whichever is less.

2.2 The carrying capacity on board marine
crafts, pleasure yachts, tourist yachts,
floating restaurants and floating houses of
more than 18 meters in length, can be
increased to maximum 80% of the full
reg}stered carrying capacity of the marine
craft.

3 Instructions for adhering to the
COVID-19 precautionary and
preventive measures in force

3.1 All individuals, companies, operators of
tourist trips, floating restaurants and
floating houses must adhere to all the
precautionary and preventive measures in
force, avoid gatherings, adhere to the
instructions for physical distancing, and
wear required face masks.
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3.2 All individuals and companies are obligated
to carry out sanitization operations
periodically, provide personal sanitization
items for everyone, maintain the
cleanliness of the marine craft, and
periodically disinfect surfaces and hands.

3.3 All individuals are obligated to have valid
and active “Green Pass” condition in Al-
Hosn application, and all companies are
required to ensure that all passengers and
participants are having valid and active
‘Green Pass” condition in Al-Hosn
application, which must be checked and
verified before boarding the craft. In
addition, ensuring that the “Green Pass”
condition is available for their crews in the
@I-Hosn application valid and active all the
ime.

3.4 Commitment to wear the required face
masks and gloves on board the marine
craft.

3.5 Everyone is obligated to avoid approaching
or contacting other boats’ owners on land
and to maintain required physical
distancin(?.

3.6 All individuals and companies are required
to keep the emergency contacts of the
concerned health authorities and to
maintain a copy of such contacts in a clear
location visible for everyone on board the
marine craft.

Abu Dhabi Maritime appreciate and value the
commitment and cooperation of all individuals
and companies serving the public interest and
protecting the safety and health of our
community.
